Lesson Title:  Acrostic Poetry

Lesson Abstract: 
Students will learn the characteristics of different poetry, acrostic poems will be the focus in this lesson. Students will create an acrostic poem using the features in Microsoft Word. 

Students will concentrate on using expanded vocabulary with correct spelling. They will use Microsoft Word and learn to use clip art and inserting images.

Sequence of Activities:

Day 1 Read, Students will read and discuss the characteristics of acrostic poems.  Students will brainstorm ideas for a topic and the lines of poetry for an acrostic poem, using the acrostic poem template on the internet site Read Write Think. 

Day 2 Using a computer and projector, the teacher will demonstrate how select appropriate clip art in Microsoft Word and to use the enter key to insert clip art letters in a vertical position in a Microsoft word document. Teacher will demonstrate how to type the lines of poetry next to each letter. The teacher will also demonstrate how to inset topic appropriate clip art either above or below the poem. Students will practice as the teacher demonstrates.

Day 3 Students will complete their poems in Microsoft word as practiced. Students will print their poems. All poems will be bound into a poetry booklet. The booklet will be put in the classroom library or the school library.
