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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan
Title:  Alphabet Soup

 Lesson Abstract: In this lesson, children will learn to recognize the letters of the alphabet and their association with objects.  They will choose a letter and match it to an object that has a name beginning with this letter.

Subject Area:  ELA
Grade Level:  K-1
Unit of Study: Letter Recognition

Sequence of Activities:

[image: image3.wmf]Day 1-2.  Sometimes those words are actually names for things. Review the individual letters.  Students will then each be assigned a letter; a lottery system might be the best method of assignment.  Students will decide on an object that starts with their assigned letter (i.e. A=apple; B=boat).  They will then go to available software (KidPix, Kidspiration, Word will even work).  Each student will design a page featuring their alphabet letter and the object it represents.  The page should include both the letter and the object with one of the two being much larger than the other and thus the focus of attention.  Students finishing early may fill their time by “playing” one of the alphabet-oriented computer games listed by the teacher.  (See websites in resources)
Final Options:

The printed pages may be published as a classroom book.  The digitized pages could be made into a digitized presentation.  Narration could even be added to this last version providing students with an audio example

Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment:
