Lesson Title:  Immigration in the 1800’s

Lesson Abstract: Students will gather and analyze U.S. immigration data from the 1800’s and use a computerized chart/graph to compare it to immigration in other eras.  Through this activity students will understand the causes for immigration as well as the impact immigration has had on the United States.

Prior required technology skills:

· Word processing skills

· Internet search skills

· Photo placement skills – from Internet to document (cut & paste)

· Ability to open and save work to a specified space

Sequence of Activities:

Day 1 – Facilitator provides instructions to students: Use the Internet to find immigration statistics from 1880, 1960, and 1990.  Record the total number of immigrants from each of the top 5 countries during those years.  Find and save to the home drive (or a flash drive) pictures of immigrants entering the United States from any (or all) of those time periods.  

Day 2 – Facilitator provides direct instruction to students for using a spreadsheet application to enter data and create a chart/graph.  The students will enter the data into the spreadsheet and use the chart/graph application to convert the information into pictorial form.  Students will then cut and paste the chart/graph onto a word processing document.  Students will add photos that were saved on Day 1.
Day 3 – The students will continue working on activities assigned on Day 2.
Day 4 – The students will complete any missing parts of the assignment from Days 1,2, or 3.  The students will add to the word processing document an explanation for the chart/graph they created.  The students should answer the following questions in their explanation:

a. From which country did the most immigrants come to the U.S. during each of the three time periods?

b. What would you guess are the reasons for the high immigration from each of these countries?

c. Conclude with a statement about how the conditions in a country might impact immigration.

Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment: Students are asked to brainstorm five reasons why a person would have choose to immigrate to a new country in the 1880’s.
· Scoring Criteria: Not scored for a grade – used to spark discussion.
· Post-Assessment: Students final word document would be scored according to the criteria listed below.
