Lesson Title:  Indian Legend Storybook

Lesson Abstract: The students will learn about Indian folklore and legend  during the history of the United  States.  The students will create  an Indian legend storybook using print shop or Rubistar consisting of at least eight pages with images.

Sequence of Activities:

  After Where the Red Fern Grows by Gary Paulson has been read:

1. Discuss how the Indian Legend of the red fern was used and portrayed in the novel.

2. Class discussion about Indian legends and folklores .  Read some examples of Indian legends and folklore taken from the internet.  Read examples of fairy tales to the class.

3. Class discussion on characters, plot, setting, conflict and solutions.
4 .Research Indian folklore on the internet for examples.

5. Create a rough draft of the Indian Legend storybook.

6. Proofread and edit the rough draft.

7. Research and add photos and images from photo shop and clipart.

8. Finish the final draft of the Indian Legend storybook.
