Students should know how to access a web browser and mouse. Students should have ability to create a multi-media presentation if teacher wishes to expand lesson activity. 

Sequence of Activities:

Teachers will introduce the terms “copyright” and “plagiarism.”  Teachers may wish to utilize the Kathy Schrock, Webquest, and Copyrightkids web sites to help explain the concepts http://kathyschrock.net/pdf/copyright_schrock.pdf, http://www.copyrightkids.org/cbasicsframes.htm, and http://www.edgerton.k12.wi.us/ms/Webquest/index.html. Students will proceed to the Copyright Bay website, http://www.stfrancis.edu/cid/copyrightbay/ and test their skills. 

Students will proceed to http://teachingtreasures.com.au/Danger%20zone/copyright-activity.htm to further test their understanding of the rights and responsibilities associated with using materials created by others. 

Students will explore the Indiana University site, http://education.indiana.edu/~frick/plagiarism/item1.html, and use this site as a model for the group project they will be developing.

Assessments: Students will work in groups of 2 or 3 to create a test of classmates’ Copyright and Plagiarism knowledge using the Indiana University web site as an example. Each group will be given a topic from this list below.

Pre-Assessment:

Online quizzes provided by sites listed in the beginning sequence of activities.

Scoring Criteria: the pre-assessment would be scored the actual test and teacher observation. 
Post-Assessment:

Students will be evaluated on the accuracy and completeness of the group project questions. 

Scoring Criteria: The post-assessment would be scored by teacher observation. 
Technology (hardware/software): 

Internet access, word-processing software, and if desired, presentation software.
