Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit:


Ongoing lesson, time to prepare cards will depend upon how detailed the teacher wants to make the cards.

Instructional resources:  Prior required technology skills:  Teacher will need to know how to use a digital camera, download the pictures to the computer and print.

Sequence of Activities:  Teacher will lead students through the daily agenda, daily calendar activities – date, noting seasonal changes, weather and appropriate clothing.    Classroom teacher or teacher assistant will take pictures of small groups of students as they move throughout the day highlighting the main portions of their day as detailed on the agenda and calendar.    Teacher/assistant should take pictures of: l
· Students arriving in the morning and leaving at the end of the day, new pictures taken as the seasons change
· Putting backpacks in lockers

· Calendar time

· Other regularly daily activities

· Lunchtime

· Recess

· Students cleaning up at the end of the day
· Pictures of the view outside the classroom to show each season

As pictures are taken and shared with students teacher will discuss the use of digital cameras in daily life.  Teacher will print (and laminate if desired) pictures making several copies of the inside activities so that a set of cards will include pictures of the students’ dress and the view outside the classroom window for each season.
Students will be able to practice sequencing activities by putting each set of cards in the correct order to match their day.   

Assessments:  The assessment will be done by observing the students using the card sets
Technology (hardware/software):   Computer, digital camera (film camera if no digital is available), Printer/Copier, software for viewing digital pictures prior to printing (often comes with the printer)
Key Vocabulary:  Digital camera, sequencing
