Using Lewis and Clark's words as reference, create a modern day travel journal which will compare/contrast your 21st century journey with that of Lewis and Clark.  Remember that Thomas Jefferson wanted a record of this journey and evidence to show what kind of life and landscape existed to the West.  In your journal and plans remember to include:

· maps (both historical and modern) 

· drawings of animal species you'd be most likely to encounter (include comparison with animals found by L&C which may now be extinct/endangered) 

· photographs (modern structures, landscape) 

· writings (include descriptions of any peoples you might encounter, languages spoken, description of the modern landscape) 

· estimated time/ cost plan (include lodging costs, Coordinates of overnight stays) 

· pictures/drawings of modern artifacts that you would choose to represent the modern landscape
