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             Technology-Enhanced Lesson Plan
Lesson Title:  Technology Needs and Wants

Lesson Abstract: Students will investigate the difference between needs and wants and determine what forms of technology in today’s world are considered needs and wants.  Students will then create a poster on either Technology Needs or Technology Wants to demonstrate how technology is used in daily life and where these goods and services can be found in the local community.  

Subject Area:  Social Studies

Grade Level:  Second

Social Studies for Kids: Needs and Wants
Prior required technology skills:

None required unless using technology tools to organize information or create poster.

Sequence of Activities:

1. Have students fold a piece of paper in half lengthwise.  At the top of the left side of the paper, students write the word Needs.  At the top of the right side of the paper, students write the word Wants.  Ask students to brainstorm goods and services that they feel are needs and wants and list in the appropriate side of the paper.  

2. Have students share some examples of needs and wants with the class. Discuss how Needs include food, clothing and shelter and wants are goods and services they would like to have.

· Could use a T-Chart as a Graphic organizer on chalkboard, chart paper or Smart Board to list class suggestions.

3. Discuss how technology has become an important part of our daily lives and have students add technology related goods and services to the list of needs and wants they generated.  What technology do we use everyday? What types of technology do we need to have in order to function in today’s world?

4. Share these examples and add to the class list.

5. Discuss with students where in their community they can find the technology resources that meet their needs and wants.  What local businesses provide these goods or services? 

6. Have students create a Technology Needs or Technology Wants poster to show what technology related items are considered a need or want and where in their community they can go to access these goods or services.

· Students could create by hand or use computer resources such as word processing with clip art, multimedia presentation software or publishing software.

· Pre-Assessment: Creation of the Needs and Wants paper.
