Lesson Abstract:  

     Students will study the Northeast Region of the United States.  Groups of 4/5 students will work cooperatively as they study the Northeast Region of the United States through an Internet INQUIRY and hard copy resources.  After the research is complete, students will individually create a brochure as a summative assessment.  Teachers can take the PowerPoint “Jeopardy” game that I have created and tweak it to fit their curriculum content as an end-of-the-unit review..

Grade Level:  4/5

Estimated time required to complete lesson or unit: 

· 3 to 4   1 hour class periods
Instructional resources:

· Internet connected computers (preferably one computer for each student)

· Presentation software (PowerPoint) to play Jeopardy-like game and Microsoft “WORD”

· Server space for students to save their work while creating their brochure
Prior required technology skills:

· Students need to have basic knowledge of WORD
· Students need to know how to save to their district’s server

Sequence of Activities:

· The students will work cooperatively as they study the Northeast Region of the United States through an Internet INQUIRY and hard copy resources.  
· After the research is complete, students will individually create a brochure as a summative assessment.  The BROCHURE front and back templates can be saved to the district server for students to open, type text, and insert pictures to create a beautiful brochure.  
· Teachers can take the PowerPoint “Jeopardy” game that I have created and tweak it to fit their curriculum content.

Application Beyond School:

· Since a large percentage of students have home computers, they can create different PowerPoint presentations pertaining to other subjects and family

· Team-building skills are carried into other areas of the student’s life

Teacher Reflection and Notes:

· When working in the internet with elementary-aged students, I advise that you never send the students out onto the entire internet.  It is too overpowering for them and most of the sites are for adult comprehension.  Take the time to find and bookmark 1-2 sites that are appropriate for your grade level.  It is time well spent.
· Go over and discuss and practice cooperative learning rules if you don’t already have those in place within your classroom
· Assign roles within the cooperative groups to make each member accountable for the learning:

· Task Master

· Times Keeper

· Recorder

· Researcher/s

*Rotate roles each class

· Present the assessment pieces at the beginning of the lesson so students are aware of what they need to do each day to be successful.

· Continually float around from group to group acting as a “coach on the sidelines.”  Make sure each group reflects on the progress of the daily learning and makes a plan for success for the next class.
