Lesson Title:  Phonetic Elements

Lesson Abstract: After an introduction of phonetic elements in structured language lessons, students will become more fluent in the use of the phonetic elements through the reinforcement of technological tools.

Prior required technology skills: Ability to use a mouse and navigate on the computer screen
Sequence of Activities:

1. Teacher needs to familiarize him/herself with the websites listed above, so s/he can find the activities related to the specific sound needed.

2. Pre-test with the assessment tool listed below.

3. Document the sounds that the student has mastered and has not yet mastered using a spread sheet.
4. Begin structured language lessons as needed to provide remedial instruction dealing with the sounds that still need to be mastered. Follow this sequence of phonetic elements:

Open Syllables (CV),

Closed Syllables (VC, CVC) - short vowels,

Consonant Digraphs – “H-brothers”,

Consonant Blends (r, l, and s), 

Long Vowels,

Silent e – “magic e”, 

Vowel Digraphs – “vowel teams”, 

     R-controlled Vowels – “bossy r”, 

     Vowel Diphthongs – “dippy diphthongs”
     5. The structured language lesson can be reinforced by a computer activity that focuses on the sound introduced in the lesson. This could be a center activity in an elementary classroom. The website address could be sent home in classroom newsletters, so the students could continue to practice with the new sound at home…computer homework instead of a packet of workpages!

Assessments:

     -Pre-Assessment: Administer the Informal Word Analysis Inventory found at the web address listed below. Follow the directions as written to administer the inventory.

 -Post-Assessment: Administer the same Informal Word Analysis Inventory that was used as a pre-assessment.
· Scoring Criteria: Record the sounds that the student can read successfully and record the sounds that the student needs to learn to read. Comparison of the pre-assessment and post-assessment will indicate rate of progress.
