Sequence of Activities: First the teacher needs to determine how much time and content (pictures) you they want to expose the students to over the year. During the activity they need to distribute the question activity sheet (below) to the students and ask them to look at the photo on the projector and answer the questions. When the students have completed the task the teacher should ask some of them to share their responses with the class. After sharing information discuss the different attributes in the photo and tell the students where it was taken. You can also discuss the issue of shared images at sites such as photo.net and the consequences and costs associated with unauthorized or unethical use of these images.
