Lesson Title:  Lewis and Clark Scrapbook

Lesson Abstract: Students will utilize information found on the Internet to create a web page scrapbook of the Lewis and Clark Expedition.  Through this activity students will understand the events of the expedition as well as the impact the expedition had on the environment.  Students will gain an understanding of the practical applications of technology for documenting events as well as opportunities for easy web page creation.

· Word processing skills
· Internet search skills
· Photo placement skills (cut and paste) 
· Ability to open and save work to a specified space
Sequence of Activities:

Day 1: Conduct pre-assessment (see below) to start a discussion about what the West was like during this time period.  Direct students to the Lewis and Clark map websites and review the major stopping points during the expedition.

Day 2: Direct students to the Lewis and Clark Journal websites.  Have the students read (in pairs) several of the entries to get a feel for what it was like on the journey.  Provide students with instructions (see below) for completing their web-based scrapbook (a website such as www.protopage.com could be used if the students do not have access to personal school web pages).   Discuss with the students the security issues surrounding the posting of personal information on the web.  Allow student work time for the remainder of the period.

Days 3, 4, 5: Student work time.

Day 6: Have students use a data projector to share and discuss their web pages with the class.

Student Instructions:

	CREATE A WEB BASED SCRAPBOOK THAT DETAILS THE JOURNEY OF LEWIS AND CLARK INTO THE LOUISIANA TERRITORY.  BE SURE TO INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION.

	Map
	Cut and paste a map from the Internet of the journey Lewis and Clark took.  Be sure it is a complete map that shows the trip West and the return trip to the East.  Be sure to cite your source.
	

	Timeline
	Create a timeline that includes at least five events from the Lewis and Clark expedition.  For each event include the date and a MAXIMUM of a two-sentence description of the event. Be sure to cite your sources.
	

	Journal Entries
	Cut and paste three journal entries from one of the websites we visited or one you found on your own.  Be sure to cite the source.  
	

	Physical Features
	Cut and paste photos of three physical features Lewis and Clark would have encountered during their expedition.  WRITE a journal entry from their perspective as if they are viewing the feature for the first time.
	

	Motivations
	Write a paragraph describing why Lewis and Clark went on the expedition.  What were they hoping to gain and why would they take the risk?
	

	Impacts
	Write a paragraph describing what impact the Lewis and Clark expedition had on the United States – both socially and environmentally.
	


Assessments:

· Pre-Assessment:

To help students understand the degree to which the American West was unknown before the Lewis and Clark Expedition, give them the following quiz. Before you begin, ask the students if they think they know a lot about the West. Do they think they know more than Thomas Jefferson did? 

Have students number their papers from 1 to 10. For each item you name, they should write "T" if they believe the statement to be true, or "F" if they believe it to be false. 
Give students a moment to write their response to each of the following statements, all beginning with: 

At the time Thomas Jefferson was living… 

1. there were woolly mammoths roaming the West.

2. there was a tribe of blue-eyed Indians living in the West who spoke Welsh, the language of people from Wales, a region on the west coast of the island of Great Britain.

3. there was a river or series of connected rivers, starting at the Mississippi, that crossed the western mountains and reached the Pacific Ocean.

4. the Blue Ridge Mountains were taller than the Rocky Mountains.

5. the West had many erupting volcanoes.

6. unicorns could be found in the West.

7. there were mountains in the West made of undissolved salt.

8. some beavers in the West were seven feet tall.

9. buffaloes were friendly and had slim waists.

10. Peruvian llamas roamed the West.

When the quiz is over, tell the students that though all of these statements are false, it is likely that Thomas Jefferson believed many of them to be true because such "facts" were included in books in his library.
